Burrell 
is introducing a bill providing $300 mil-
lion for I-49 funding for fiscal year 2008.    
He is also introducing a bill to rename the 
McNeill Street Pumping Station Museum 
to the more appropriate “Water Works  
Museum.”

abandoned property which was adjudi-
cated to political subdivisions more than 
five years previously.  The bill was 
signed by the governor on 02/23/2006 
becoming Act No. 18 with an effective 
date of April 18, 2006. 

In the 2006 Regular Session, Rep. Burrell 
was successful in pushing and passing into 
law HB 1325, now Act 434, economic 
development legislation which provides 
relative to small and emerging businesses 

enhancing incentives.  It established the 
mentor-protégé program within the divi-
sion of small and emerging business de-
velopment.  HB 1381, now Act 441 
would have provided for prohibited sales 
of video or computer games harmful to 
minors.  However, a federal judge, U.S. 
District Judge James Brady, blocked im-
plementation of this state law deeming it 
unconstitutional. 

In the 2006 2nd Extraordinary Session, 
Rep. Burrell attempted to pass a bill 
which would allow monies in the Un-
