2010 U.S. CENSUS INFORMATION 
 

The U.S. Census counts every resident in the United States, and is required by the Consti-
tution to take place every 10 years. The 2010 Census can help communities receive in-
creased federal funding for things like hospitals, schools, senior centers, job training, 
capital improvement projects, and other needed services. The data collected by the cen-
sus is also important because it helps determine the number of seats your state has in the 
U.S. House of Representatives. 
 
In March 2010, census forms will be delivered to every residence in the United States. 
When you receive yours, just answer the 10 short questions, and then mail the form back 
in the postage-paid envelope. If you don’t mail the form back, you may receive a visit from 
a census taker, who will ask you the questions that are presented on the form. Any per-
sonal data you provide is protected under federal law.

NATIONAL ALZHEIMERõS DISEASE AWARENESS MONTH 

November was designated as National Alzheimerõs Disease Awareness Month 25 years ago. At the 
time, fewer than 2 million Americans had Alzheimerõs. Today, as many as 5.2 million Americans are 
living with the disease. Alzheimerõs can occur as early as age 35, and is currently the sixth leading 
cause of death in the country. By 2050, 11 to 16 million people will likely have Alzheimerõs. The 
month of November focuses on raising awareness of Alzheimerõs disease and shedding light on the 
importance of finding breakthroughs in diagnosis, prevention and treatment, and, hopefully, one 
day, a cure. The Alzheimerõs Association will be offering educational programs throughout the state 
during the month of November.

UPDATE ON HEALTH CARE REFORM 

On November 7, 2009, the House of Representatives passed a sweeping health care bill by a vote of 

220-215. With the passage of H.R. 3962, the Affordable Health Care for America Act, proponents 

of health care reform made a first step to move the bill forward. Next, on November 21, 2009, the 

Senateõs historic 60-39 vote has paved the way to begin the debate that would extend health care 

coverage to over 31 million people. The next step is for the Senate to pass its bill. If this is accom-

plished, then upon final approval, the bill will move to be signed into law by President Obama.
