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A bill signing ceremony was held at the Capitol on Friday, April 30, 2010
regarding House Bill No. 368Tobacco Sales/Tradeéouth Access Prevention
authored by
State Representative Roy A. Burrell

House Bill No. 368Act No. 162 was passed in the 2009 Regular Session to amend and reenact
R.S.26:901(10) through (16) and to enact R.S. 26:901(17) and 910.1, relative to tobacco prod-
ucts; to provide for definitions; to prohibit the sale or delivery of tobacco products through a self
-service display; to provide for exceptions; and to provide for related matters.

This legislation requires all tobacco purchases to beadsigted or conducted in an otherwise
nonself service environment. The passing of this bill has provided a mandate that all retailers
sell tobacco products only from behind a counter or from locked displays. Louisiana joins 22
other states which have adopted similar laws that limit access to our youth in consuming tobacco

products.

Cyberbullying Bill Heads to House

Children who use cyberspace to bully their classmates could go to jail under legislation tHat
cleared a House committee Tuesday.

House Bill 1259 by state Rep. Roy Burreffheveport, also would target adufts possibly
posing as childrefi who harass someone under the age of 17 through the Internet or anojher
electronic communication.

The legislation would criminalize the transmission of electronic textual, visual, written or gral com-
muni cation that is intended to O0Ocoerce, abuse,
cause emotional di stress6 to anyone undgqr the
jail. The penalty would increase for subsequent convictions.

Burrell told the House Committee on Criminal Justice that cyberbullying is causing suicidg¢s in other
states.
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
